Metadata Profile for Shoreline Data

· Extension or profile to the Content Standard for Digital Geospatial Metadata (CSDGM) (version 2.0), FGDC-STD-001-1998. 

· Provides additional terms and data elements required to support metadata for shoreline and coastal data sets.  

· Shoreline data are important for coastal zone management, environmental monitoring, resource development, legal land jurisdictional issues, ocean and meteorological modeling, engineering, construction, planning, and many other uses.  

· Shoreline is an integral component of the geospatial data framework.

· Metadata produced using this standard will be important for clearinghouse activities to locate potential data sets and to assess the quality and utility of shoreline data sets.

· The glossary and bibliography provide a basis for understanding the shoreline and related issues.  

Development of the Standard

· Developed by the FGDC Coastal and Marine Spatial Data Subcommittee (formerly the Bathymetric Subcommittee)

· Standard released for public review on April 1, 2000

· Public review period closed July 31, 2000.

· An editing committee within the FGDC Marine and Coastal Spatial Data Subcommittee was convened to address public review comments in August 2000. 

· The revised standard was forwarded to the FGDC Standard Working Group for review prior to FGDC endorsement.

· The Marine and Coastal Spatial Data Subcommittee addressed Standard Working Group comments in December 2000.  

· The Standards Working Group sent the final Draft Standard to reviewers to verify that their comments were fairly considered in January 2001.   Chas Dense, State of Alaska, wrote to say that he was satisfied with the standard and how his comments were addressed. 

· At its February 2001 meeting, the FGDC Standards Working Group voted to recommend that the Coordination Group approve the standard for FGDC endorsement 

· The FGDC Coordination Group voted to approve the standard for FGDC endorsement at its March 2001 meeting.

· Currently, NOAA is testing the applicability of the Shoreline Profile and developing a plan for its implementation.
