Emergency Response and Preparedness Success

Does your Agency have a 2006 success story relating to Emergency Response and Preparedness?  If so, please send a brief description of the accomplishment using the “Success Story” format:
· Challenge        Provide cadastral data and contacts in support of wildland fire and hurricane events.
· Action
Completed inventories or cadastral data and contacts in priority counties in the west and for areas along the Gulf Coast.  Cadastral data profiles defining the information that is needed in support of these initiatives have also been developed and distributed to support the publication of cadastral data.  In addition, BLM assisted the wildland fire efforts in the west to obtain cadastral data (primarily from county assessor data bases) in support of fire response teams and economic analysis to determine “values at risk.”   Cadastral data was obtained for all fires where it was available with the exception of one county which was unwilling to provide the data.
· Result       Wildland fire applications were successfully supported by conducting economic analyses of values at risk in comparison to expenditures for responding to wildland fires.  Fire personnel were also given information that helped establish priorities based upon information in regards to life (residences), structures and the value of real property.

Highlights of any additional successes related to NSDI contribution response (not to exceed 4 sentences)
· Challenge– A proposal to collect NAIP data for agricultural lands in Nevada became a statewide interagency project to collect the data for the entire state.  The challenge was to coordinate entities at the Federal, State, and local levels and raise funds $1.6 million to get the NAIP data collected.
· Action – Participation for funding and coordination of data collection included:  U.S. Bureau of Land Management, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, U.S. Geological Survey, U.S. Natural Resource Conservation Service, Nevada Department of Transportation, Nevada Bureau of Mines and Geology, Southern Nevada Water District, Washoe County, and University of Nevada Reno - Keck Library.
· Result – Data is in the process of being captured and will be shared among participating entities and made available to the public.
· Challenge– Business  managers face an increasingly complex environment of complicated transactions, legal challenges, and deteriorating and difficult-to-access records.  These records are important in making decisions not only in land management but in legal transactions involving property rights. 
· Action – The source of most of the Public Land Survey System (PLSS) data in NILS is the Geographic Coordinate Data Base (GCDB) data that is being collected by the BLM State Offices.  The survey boundaries are delineated by determining geographic coordinates for established survey positions.  GCDB specialists use weighted least squares adjustments to determine the best position for corners of townships, sections, aliquot parts, government lots, and special surveys.  Land descriptions are assigned to each land unit and the GCDB is collected on a township basis into ASCII files (flat files).  The flat files are then imported into NILS so the data can be managed in a Geospatial database using the interactive NILS tools.

· Result –  The BLM began collection of the geographic coordinate information in 1989 and the data collection effort continues today.  GCDB data has been collected for approximately three quarters of the townships in the Western United States.  The BLM Eastern States Office has collected GCDB over 400 townships east of the Mississippi River. 
· Challenge – Establish standard sets of data to represent the Public Land Survey System and parcel data that are collectively agreed upon, maintained, and used by all levels of government and private industry for mapping and GIS

· Action - The BLM worked with states, counties and other agencies to initiate the establishment of  “standard data sets” for the Public Land Survey System in four western states as pilots to determine data content, themes and format.  

· Result  - Standards data sets have been proposed for the 4 western states based upon a combination of BLM’s GCDB data as well as data from counties and other federal agencies to produce complete, seemless data sets for these states These initiatives along with other selected states should be completed in 2007. Similar initiatives will also be conducted for parcel data in 2007.
