NSDI Clearinghouse Map Graphic and Inventory

The FGDC will develop and keep current a web‑enabled NSDI Clearinghouse map graphic and inventory (Map Graphic and Inventory) showing existing framework data for every county and local jurisdiction across the nation. The Map Graphic and Inventory will build upon the Framework Data survey conducted in 1997 by the National 'States Geographic Information Council in partnership with the FGDC. The FGDC will update and Web‑enable the Framework Date Survey by October 31, 2000 so that respondents will be able to complete and maintain the Map Graphic and Inventory on the Web, using and adding to the metadata documentation that is part of the NSDI clearinghouse.

Each Federal agency collecting Framework data will designate a point person to coordinate and keep current the agency's submissions to the Map Graphic and Inventory.

Beginning November 1, 2000, Federal agencies should begin posting responses to the Map Graphic and Inventory as the information becomes available, with a completion date of March 31, 2001.

Federal agencies will submit the following information for each Framework layer or data

State Implementation Teams

The FGDC will invite States, regions (parts of States or groups of States) to establish Framework Implementation Teams (1‑Teams) to develop seamless statewide portions of the NT S D 1.

Federal agencies should participate on each I‑Team when requested by the FGDC as their missions, resources, and priorities permit. Federal agencies should use I‑Team efforts to accelerate and coordinate the use, development, and testing of needed data. standards and implementation tools, including innovative solutions to financial and institutional barriers to the NSDI. The lead Federal agencies designated in OMB circular A‑16 with respect to each Framework data layer are:

The FGDC will establish a Federal Partners Team consisting of representatives from the FGDC, OMB, each of the above lead Federal agencies, and EPA and NRCS to focus Federal agency efforts on overcoming the financial and institutional barriers to the NSDI, and to accelerate the Framework activities called for in Executive Order 12906.

Financing Solutions Team

Federal agencies should participate as requested by the FGDC on a Financing Solutions Team to be convened by the Council for Excellence in Government. The Financing Solutions Team will work with Federal agencies, States, regions, and tribal areas, and the private sector, to explore intergovernmental and public‑private financing capabilities to support the NSDI and the I‑Teams.
