FGDC Business Update – Ivan DeLoatch

NSDI Governance – Dennis Goreham

1. Key characteristics of NSDI Governance as outlined in Recommendation 2 of the Governance Report were reviewed and discussed.

DECISION: Key Characteristics of NSDI Governance as outlined in the Governance Report and the Governance Team Update (9/22/05) were accepted and endorsed by the members of the Steering committee by show of hands.  No opposition was noted.

2. Discussion followed regarding next steps.  It was suggested that policy level members develop the model further using the key characteristics as a foundation for NSDI governance.

ACTION:  Staff Director will work with agencies to establish and charter an executive team to move this initiative to the next level.

The 50 States Initiative – Bill Burgess

1. The modifications to the 50 States Action Plan were reviewed with the Steering Committee members and participants. NSGIC met with NACo and counties regarding their concerns.

2. The resolution was presented to the membership and discussed.  Questions were answered.  Four agencies (TVA, DoD, EPA, & DOE) voiced their support for the initiative.

DECISION:  The 50 States Initiative Action Plan as modified (V. 2 9/23/05) was accepted by the Steering Committee by a show of hands.  

The GOS Portal and Katrina:  GIS for the Gulf – Hank Garie

1. Take away messages:

· GOS facilitates discovery

· Portal organizes data

· Portal builds the clearinghouse

2. Take Away messages:

· National Map is a critical asset – US needs a seamless base of topographic data

· Interoperability standards allow TNM to be leveraged by GOS

· FGDC promotes community use of metadata and other standards, facilitates coordination and partnerships

· TNM and GOS rely on partnerships

3. Take Away messages:

· Portal can be personalized

· GOS facilitates cross – agency knowledge sharing

· Communities must be organized before events take place

· Need stewards for communities

· Populate the hurricane community with your agency’s resources

4. Take Away messages:

· Market Place is key to leveraging investments and partnership

· It is easy to publish the Market Place

· Populate the MP with your agency’s planned investments

5. Take Away messages:

· GOS Portal can be operated in a secure environment 

· Integrated database (local, regional, national) is key

· GIS for the Gulf is an example of integrating data into a single data model

· Tapestry of Content

· Delivering GIS via the Web is here – data, tools and applications

Key Messages: GOS has been built in concert with the GIS community to provide a gateway and window for delivering GIS resources.  Populate the communities with your agency’s resources.  Populate the Market Place with your agency’s planned investments.

Questions & Challenges Ahead:

How to come to agreement among state, local and federal agencies?

Ensure alignment with TNM, NSGIC, other – set of best practices

How does the Gulf data model fit FGDC standards?

How to get recognized as first responders when typically not?

Imagery for the Nation – Ivan DeLoatch/Bill Burgess

1. Imagery for the Nation proposal was introduced and proposal details were reviewed.  Hand vote to show endorsement for NDOP and NSGIC– framework promised by next meeting

DECISION:  The Steering Committee endorsed (by show of hands) a request to task key members of NDOP, NSGIC, the private sector and other stakeholder groups to review the proposal and develop a business plan and budget strategy.

ACTION:  A framework for the committee and membership will be in place and reported at the next Steering Committee meeting. Formal request will be submitted to NDOP to lead the committee.
