INCITS Technical Committee L1, Geographic information systems – U.S. Technical Advisory Group to ISO Technical Committee 211, Geographic information/Geomatics
The next ISO/TC 211 plenary and meetings are scheduled for 2013-05-27/31 in Korea. The next L1/U.S. TAG meeting is scheduled for May 17 to prepare for the ISO/TC 211 plenary and meetings.

The U.S. will host the following ISO/TC 211 plenary in November 2013.  Venue is Esri, Redlands, CA.

INCITS issued a ballot to elect Liping Di for a second term as Chair, INCITS/L1.  The ballot deadline is May 8.

INCITS issued a ballot to support the nomination of Dr. Meixia Deng of George Mason University as the International Representative of INCITS/L1, Geographic Information Systems (GIS).  The ballot deadline is April 6.  The INCITS Executive Board (EB) makes the final decision.

INCITS issued a call for comments in response to TC 211 N 3497, The UN-GGIM inventory of issues and geographic information standardization.  In Annex C, the document makes reference to the update of Chapter 10, Standards Suites for Spatial Data Infrastructure, of the SDI Cookbook (http://www.gsdidocs.org/GSDIWiki/index.php/Main_Page):

Chapter 10 of the SDI Cookbook (recently updated) focuses on the identification of compatible, mature geospatial standards that allow maximum technical interoperability based on general evaluation criteria. This chapter defines an SDI standards baseline of mature, widely implemented standards. This baseline is intended for all SDI communities interested in providing and accessing geospatial data over the Internet. The baseline of standards is comprised of key standards from the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C), ISO/TC 211 and the OGC.

L1/U.S. TAG approved comments submitted by Julie Maitra at its April 5 meeting. The INCITS due date for comments was April 8; the ISO due date is April 26.

INCITS issued a call for vote on the continuing validity of the following projects:

· 1844-D, Information technology - topographic LiDAR remote
· 1846-D, Information technology – United States National Grid
· 2218-D, Information technology – North American Profile ISO 19110 Catalog

The call for a New Work Item Proposal for a Stage 0 project on management system standards is still open.

Open Geospatial Consortium
The next OGC TC meeting will be held virtually in three weeks from May 27 to June 17. 

OGC announced a call for public comment on the OGC Web Coverage Service (WCS) Coordinate Reference System (CRS) Extension Standard. 

WCS defines an open standard interface to easily access multi-dimensional, spatio-temporal coverages, such as sensor data, satellite imagery, image time series, simulation data, point clouds, and meshes.

The OGC WCS CRS Extension defines an extension to the WCS Core that enables requests to specify that coverages be returned in one of a number of different Coordinate Reference Systems. The OGC WCS CRS Extension is free and can be downloaded from the OGC Request for Comment page at http://www.opengeospatial.org/standards/requests/100. The comment period ends 5 May 2013.
