ISO/TC 211 met June 2-6, 2014 in Berlin, Germany.  INCITS L1/U.S. TAG met June 18.

ISO/TC 211 will meet next November 24-28 in Shenzhen, China.  

The TC 211 Secretariat issued N 3806, Recommendations for the specification of cultural and linguistic adaptability (CLA) in ISO/TC 211 standards on June 13.  Comments are due to INCITS by July 23.  The TC 211 due date is August 13.The reference is Resolution 591 Cultural and linguistic adaptability, http://www.isotc211.org/Resolutions/resolutn.htm#591.

 The TC 211 Secretariat issued N 3805, Guidelines of Best Practice for the Acquisition, Storage, Maintenance and Dissemination of Fundamental Geo Spatial Datasets, for comment.  Comments are due to INCITS by July 23.  The TC 211 due date is August 13.

GeoTIFF Standards Working Group

OGC® seeks comments on the charter for a new GeoTIFF Standards Working Group (SWG). GeoTIFF is an FGDC-endorsed standard.The charter is available at https://portal.opengeospatial.org/files/57198 (user ID and password required).  Comments are due by July 6.

netCDF Standards Working Group (SWG)

A new netCDF Standards Working Group (SWG) is being chartered to extend the existing netCDF standard with modules for additional data models, encodings, and conventions. NetCDF is an FGDC-endorsed standard. Initiators of the new SWG seek comments from the public on the draft new charter. The comment period closes on July 11.

OGC and Joint Research Centre MoU
The Open Geospatial Consortium (OGC®) and the European Commission's Joint Research Centre (JRC) signed a collaboration agreement to enhance the development and use of geospatial standards.

GeoJSON
The OGC Architectural Board (OAB) recommends that: 

· The OGC develop a JSON-LD encoding for geometry objects. A fundamental requirement is that the current GeoJSON be a valid profile of OGC encoding. The -LD part allows linking JSON tokens with external definitions and including hyperlinks in a standard way.

· Encoding be consistent with ISO 19107 and WKT

· OGC work with the GeoJSON community to resolve the conflict in how CRS is expressed in the current GeoJSON (conflict between clauses)

Urban Planning Domain WG
The Urban Planning DWG ad hoc recommended that the OGC Technical Committee approve formation of a  “Urban Planning DWG” and accept its charter 14-027r1, pending final edits and review by OGC staff

PubSub SWG
The PubSub SWG  will produce a version 1.0 implementation standard that clearly defines how to enable publish/subscribe functionality for OGC Web Services in a common way.  Plans:

· August 2014: Release for 30-day public comment period
· September 2014: Candidate Standard announcement (OGC TC Meeting at Calgary, Canada)

OWS Context
Items of interest:

· Align use of OWC with GeoPackage.
· Develop GeoJSON Encoding of OWC alongside the current Atom/XML encoding.  JSON/GeoJSON is being implemented by many SWGs without consistent information and guidance.
· Seek TC/OAB advice on how validation of JSON/GeoJSON Encodings should be achieved so that OWS Context SWG approach is consistent with practice in other groups beginning to use JSON.

OGC Naming Authority SC
The OGC Naming Authority (OGC-NA) ensures an orderly process for assigning URIs for OGC resources, such as OGC documents, standards, XML namespaces, and ontologies.  

OGC-NA moved that the TC initiate an electronic vote to approve the revised MIME-type specification for GML as an OGC Policy after it has been posted to the OGC Pending Documents list for 3 weeks.  When approved, the document will be submitted to the Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF®) for inclusion in the Internet Assigned Numbers Authority (IANA) register of MIME-types.

It also moved that the TC initiate an electronic vote to approve 13-102r2 (Name Type Specification – Time and index coordinate reference system definitions) as an OGC Policy.

Moving Features
A Moving Features standard is scheduled to be approved at the December 2014 TC/PC meeting.
