Technical Specifications for the Status Graphics

General: The graphics and statistics should show the status of the theme on September 30, 2006 or an earlier date in September. The graphic (map) should represent all 50 states. It should also include a title and a key.  If a map is not appropriate for depicting the theme’s status it is encouraged that the status be expressed using either a text description and/or a statistical chart.  
We will include all status graphics and other data that you provide.  Our top priority has to be the seven framework themes.  We will definitely include them and selected others in the hard copy as the space allows.  Regardless, all will be included in the on-line version.

Narrative to accompany the graphic should address the following:

· Title or name of the organization or agency responsible for the data theme

· Short description of the role/purpose of the responsible organization in managing

· the data theme

· Current status as demonstrated by the map

· Accomplishments for 2007 – reflecting changes since 2006
· Goals, objectives or projects for 2007

Map layout:

It is suggested that the map uses the Albers equal area projection and that Alaska and Hawaii are placed in insets to the right of the conterminous US.
Size:

The individual graphics will be shown at a size no bigger than 7 inches wide and 5 inches high.
File Type:

EPS Vector Files or Adobe Illustrator Files 

Graphics should be in color 
If it is determined appropriate by the report’s graphic designer the colors may be altered.  Reasons for the change could be legibility or conforming to reports color scheme.  Please indicate if this is a problem.
