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Addresses are the most commonly used and well known locators of people, places and events, but no consistent national address database is publicly available.  Coordinating the development and maintenance of a shareable point-level address database, within confidentiality constraints, offers opportunities for reducing duplication of efforts, eliminating redundant costs, and significantly improving delivery of public and private services. As an initial step, the FGDC would like to gather preliminary data and information that would support the development of a consistent geocoded national address and address point inventory across all levels of government to meet a wide variety of needs.
Your responses to the following questions will help us better understand the extent of duplication of expenditure of funds and needs for address information at the Federal level.
