The FGDC Steering Committee endorsed Part 2, Digital orthoimagery (revised), of the Geographic Information Framework Data Standard on September 30.

September 22, 2015 FGDC Standards WG meeting
Meeting attendees recommended that the FGDC Coordination Group approve releasing the United States Thoroughfare, Landmark, and Postal Address Data Standard for public review.

Meeting attendees recommended that the FGDC Coordination Group approve the draft revised FGDC Standards WG charter.  The FGDC OS released a ballot for CG approval on October 19; the due date is October 30.

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September 14-18, 2015 OGC TC/PC meeting
The OGC TC/PC meeting was held September 14-18, 2015 in Nottingham, UK.   The next OGC TC/PC meeting will be held November 30 - December 4, 2015 in Sydney, Australia.

Domain Working Groups (DWGs) and Standards Working Groups (SWGs)

Open Web Services Common SWG
The proposed OWS Common SWG will create a standard to declare that the Service instance (represented by a URL) is protected by the implementation of one or more security frameworks from ISO 10181, Information technology -- Open Systems Interconnection -- Security frameworks for open systems.    This SWG will define how to make available a description of the implementation of security framework(s) to a client.
  
The proposed SWG charter was presented to the OGC Technical Committee (TC) at the Nottingham TC Meeting.  The charter has completed TC and public review.  No comments were received on the charter.  The TC Chair initiated a vote to recommend approval of the OWS Common - Security SWG.  The vote opened on September 24 and will close on November 8.

Groundwater SWG
A vote to approve a charter for a Groundwater SWG will begin after the charter is posted to Pending Documents.

Temporal Well Known Text SWG
Temporal Well Known Text SWG charter members recommended that the OGC TC approve an electronic vote to approve formation of the Temporal WKT SWG for Calendars, as described in the Temporal WKT for Calendars Standards Working Group Charter, pending final edits and review by OGC staff.  There was no objection to unanimous consent.

Architecture DWG
The Architecture DWG approved creation of a JSON subgroup to discuss and develop an OGC JSON best practice document.  A conference call was held on October 20.

WMO/OGC Hydrology Domain Working Group
The Hydrology DWG recommended that the OGC Technical Committee approve formation of a GroundWater Standards Working Group to submit a GroundWaterML2.  The objective of the SWG is to advance the groundwater conceptual model and GWML2 XML encoding.  The SWG charter will be finalized and sent to TC for approval by an electronic vote in October 2015, pending final edits and review by OGC staff.

PubSub SWG
The OGC Publish/Subscribe SWG investigated a generic mechanism to support publish/subscribe requirements across OGC service interfaces and data types (coverage, feature, etc.).  There are 3 documents in its scope: PubSub Core (PSC), PubSub SOAP Binding (PSSB), and PubSub RESTful Binding (PSRB).  To accelerate the process, the PubSub SWG decided to prioritize PSC and PSSB for development.

Hydrologic Features SWG
The proposed Hydrologic Features SWG charter was presented to the OGC TC at the Boulder TC Meeting.  The charter has completed TC and public review.  Comments were received and addressed in the revised charter.  The TC voted to recommend OGC Planning Committee (PC) approval of the SWG on September 18.  There were 35 YES, 0 NO, and 0 ABSTAIN votes.  The purpose of the SWG is to advance the HY_Features common hydrologic feature model to an adopted OGC standard for common and stable identification and referencing of hydrologic features. 

A PC vote to approve the Hydrologic Features SWG opened on September 23 and will close on October 7.

Point Cloud DWG
The Point Cloud DWG is cleaning up final comments on its charter.  It has posted the charter to Pending Documents on the OGC portal.
