	Identifying the amount of impervious surface associated with the Developed Vegetation more accurately describes the land cover.  Equally important, incorporating imperviousness in the system enables a site to be completely inventoried, border to border, based purely on vegetation cover.   It also greatly aids many land planning and land management efforts – habitat and corridor analysis, conservation prioritizing, development planning, watershed analysis, etc.
	Follow the example of the Minnesota Land Cover Classification System (MLCCS) and break Developed Vegetation into percentage of imperviousness groupings at the mid-level of the classification system (the Formation level).
